Bioeconomy and its development in Central and Eastern European countries and the promotion of
bioeconomy topics to the public are one of the main objectives of the project supported by the InterReg
Europe program called BIOECO UP. The fifth project meeting took place at the end of March in Prague.

The organizer was one of the project partners, Agricultural Research, spol. s r.o. Troubsko. The two-day
intensive discussion of representatives of all partners was devoted to ensuring the fulfillment of individual
project activities. The greatest attention was paid to the presentation of selected products related to the
bioeconomy within the so-called living lab. And further to the creation of materials for policy makers to
create an action plan and priorities that will be recommended for the common agricultural policy.

Colleagues from the Hungarian Ministry of Agriculture, who coordinate the project, also focused on the
promotion of the results. One of the last products intended for the public is a new brochure with examples
of good practice. The organizers also tried to introduce the Czech Republic and Czech agriculture to the
participants, who were 25 from seven European countries, in short videos. The next project meeting will
be in Bologna in November.
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
